The website also offers visual inspections in which a customer whose water pipe material is 

unknown may submit a photo of their water meter. The website offers detailed instructions 

on how to check the water pipes and submit a photo.  

“We would like to see more customers take advantage of getting the lead pipes in their 

homes replaced for FREE.  That is why we are doing everything possible to get the word 

out to our customers,” said Jim Mueller, executive director. “This website is another way to 

get our customers to participate,” he continued. “Some customers may not feel 

comfortable letting our inspectors into their homes to check their water pipes, so the option 

to upload photos to the website made sense to us.”
